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INFORMATION ON THE SURVEY
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The Economic Expectations and Attitudes is a semi-annual (1990-1992) and annual
(1993-1997) survey organized by the Socio-economic team of the Institute of
Sociology, Academy of Sciences Czech Republic, Prague. The data are collected by
STEM - Center for Empirical Studies, Prague.

Subject of the surveys:

The research focuses on attitudes concerning the central problems of economic
transformation (speed of economic reforms, poverty, social justice, role of the state in
the economy, privatization, etc.). Besides these attitudes, the financial situation of
households and the occupation of household members are also regularly assessed.
The survey also covers the most important political issues, such as voting preference,
political identification (self-placement on a left-right scale), trust in institutions,
satisfaction with the political regime, attitude towards the 'strong hand' of the
government, and the openness of the economy in general. A large number of the
questions are repeated every year to enable analyses of change in attitudes over time.
