The initial design envisioned samples from three concentric circles of municipalities in order to reach the

four groups of respondents. First, in each country there was to be an inner circle of two to five

municipalities in which citizens, councilors, mayors, and chief administrative officers were to be

interviewed. Then surrounding this there was to be a second somewhat larger circle with coverage of only

the latter three groups. Finally, a third circle of 100 to 250 municipalities were to be selcted where only the

mayor and the chief administrative officer were to be included.

Compromises had to be accepted on two levels. Internally, in each country, the size pattern is skewed, with
a large proportion of small municipalities but containing only a tiny fraction of the total population. The
middle and upper parts of the continuum, therefore, been “oversampled” in order to obtain a better
representation of the type of municipalities whrein the greater part of pupulation resides.

The Hungarian data sets, moreover, differ in two ways: - the citizen sample is a nationally representative
one, not one from a few selected cities. - With regard to the sample of councilors, one councilor has been
selected from each of the municipalities of the outer circle rather than all the councilors of a smalller
number of municipalities of a middle and inner circle.

Vybér Ize povazovat za reprezentativni z
hlediska tizemniho rozlozeni a velikosti obce. Jsou tedy k dispozici datové soubory zastupiteld, starostt a
tajemnikt CR. Kromé toho jesté reprezentativni soubory ob&anti mésta Blatna a Cesky Krumlov. Datové
soubory maji format systémového souboru SPSSPC. Vyzkum, podpofeny grantem CSAV, navazoval na
mezinarodni srovnavaci projekt Local Democracy and Innovation, podpofeny Norskou vyzkumnou radou
pro aplikované socialni védy (NORAS).
